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      Bus route numbers   Route numbers 10, 37, 38,38A, 39A and 70 may bring you up to Baggot Street lower; get off atthe station near Bank of Ireland branch and take the first left at the traffic light to UpperFitzwilliam Street. In about 100 meters you may find the Embassy located on the same street toyour left.(look for the green, yellow and read flag).    Alternatively Route numbers 7b, 7d, 11, 11a, 11b, 46a, 46e, 116, 118 and 145 may bring you upto Leeson Street lower; get off at the station near Leeson Bridge and take the first left at thetraffic light to Fitzwilliam Place. In about 300 meters you may find the Embassy located onUpper   Fitzwilliam Street to your right.(look for the green, yellow and read flag).    You may also use all the routes coming to St. Stephens Green park area and walk for about 10minutes to the Embassy.  
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
